New SCSD CTE Programs

Last week meetings were held with steering committees for both the new Unmanned Arial Systems – Drone Technology program as well as a new Urban Teacher Prep CTE program.  These meetings brought together industry and post-secondary professionals to determine what foundational skills and stackable credentials these programs might include.  We continue to work on multiple pathways within these programs to allow for flexibility and career ready graduates. 
SCSD CTE Students Out in the Field

Nottingham students in the Natural Resources CTE pathway visited Chittenango Falls in Cazenovia to examine the water’s inhabitants, testing for macroinvertebrates as a sign of the water’s health. The level 200 students also measured water temperature, tested pH, velocity and more. Their data will be given to the DEC to help monitor the health of the stream and determine if the DEC needs to take any further action in assessing the stream. It is wonderful to see our high school students learning to measure and collect data that will have a positive impact on the community.

On Friday, October 7, 2016 over one hundred and thirty Syracuse City School District students participated in the Manufacturing Career Days at both Welch Allyn Corporation and the Fulton Companies. This was one of over 1500 events happening nationally to raise awareness and increase student interest in advanced manufacturing. SCSD students from the Henninger’s Health Professions program and the Institute of Technology @ Syracuse Central’s P-Tech program had the opportunity to tour facilities, experience the lean manufacturing processes, talk to engineers, meet logistics and human resource professionals and get a glimpse of advanced manufacturing.  Also in attendance at the Welch Allyn site was Regent Elizabeth Hakanson and Lieutenant Governor Kathleen Hochul. 

Additional ITC P-Tech students attended Manufacturing Careers Day at the Fulton Companies in Pulaski.   Students took a tour of the facility and rotated through tour stops at a 3D printer, robotic welding, mechanical and electrical engineering, manufacturing custom mechanical equipment and custom electrical controls.  Students also participated in an interactive exercise showing the value of “lean” thinking in manufacturing.  They got a first-hand understanding of how customers’ needs are transformed into specifications and drawings used to manufacture equipment.  Students were also able to see how specifications and drawings are used to create custom equipment on the manufacturing floor.

On October 13th SCSD students attended the 10th Annual Construction Career Day at the NYS Fairgrounds.  Students moved through hands-on demonstrations where they were able to bend conduit, lay block, manipulate fall protection equipment and use power tools.  Opportunities were available for all students to try their hand at operating some heavy equipment. Students were able to identify safety procedures necessary “before you dig” through a hands-on demonstration at 811 Dig It. A variety of career and continuing education vendors including local union representatives and college representatives were also available to speak to students.  
Henninger students in the Medical Assisting, Health Professions and Project Lead the Way Biomedical Science class and PSLA Emergency Medical Technology (EMT) students attended the first “MEDS” – Medical Education for Diverse Students at UPSTATE session. MEDS this year has connected with the programs at Henninger and PSLA for a series of one-day workshops highlighting a variety of medical professions.
